MUSIC NOTES: Marcel Dupré (1886-1970) was the Organist of Saint Sulpice in Paris, and one of the most 

noted organists, recitalists and composers for the organ in the 20
th
 century.  Harold Friedell (1905-1958) was 

the Organist of St. Bartholomew’s Church on Park Avenue in New York City. His son, David, was the 

organist and choirmaster with our Rector, Jim Purdy, at St. Bernard’s Church in Bernardsville, New Jersey 

and a classmate of mine in graduate school. Edward Bairstow 1874-1946 was a graduate of the University of 

Durham, from which he received both Bachelor and Doctorate degrees. He was appointed Organist and 

Choirmaster of York Minster in 1913 and held that post until his death.
