In her recent bookThe Church and the Crisis of CommuniBr. Teresa Lanini takes note of the
cultural forces that make having a sense of Chanstommunity difficult: increased mobility; losa
sense of place and tradition; electronic commuiunatwith Facebook and Twitter creating “faceless”
social networks and revolutionizing friendship; mant individualism; and myths of heroic self-
sufficiency.

In light of these and other challenges of beinghasfian community, we are drawn to the question of
its importance. In his most recent sermon, ouistisg) Priest, Jay Kanzler identified one good ozas
to be the church: a person’s heartfelt need tortgeto a spiritual community. And to make the point
Jay was talking about himself as a sometime seskgood news. Happily, for him and for us, he
found that good news here at St. Peter’s Churgieaple welcomed, listened and encouraged him. In
other words, when Jay was searching, there wengl@&do helped him be found.

When we practice the Good News of God in Chrig€lmistian community, we not only help meet the
human need for belonging but we also mirror theindiviife of our Triune God.

Statistical Report on 2012 Consecration Sunday Reks

As of November 16, 2011, a total of 205 giving ariiive completed an Estimate of Giving Card and
have committed a total of $487,100 for the year2204 total of 48 of these giving units increased
their financial commitment above last year's amount

Based on last year’s giving records, we can exjgectceive $933,415 during 2012 from people who
have consistent giving patterns during the pastmbaths but have not yet returned an Estimate of
Giving Card as of 11/14/11. Based on the averatg ¢6 loose offerings during the past 3 years, we
can expect to receive $26,000 during the coming frean that source. This gives us a grand total of
$959,400 of anticipated income for 2012 which & ghoint represents a 1% decrease in total giving
over last year.
